Introduction

Norwood Montessori School offers a quality Montessori education to children ages 2 to 18 years old.  The first 8 years are the most important years in a child’s life. Emotionally, physically and cognitively speaking, this is when their development of personality and individuality takes place. Norwood Montessori covers these areas and gives peace of mind to you as a parent, knowing that your child is being taken care of in a loving, educational environment.

The Montessori Method is based on the theory that a child will learn and excel naturally if placed in the proper environment. This environment should be rich with learning materials and allow the child to explore and develop at his own pace.  

The teacher’s role in a Montessori classroom is to guide each child in their learning and exploration. The teacher will provide exciting lessons and the children then work with these lessons until they are mastered. It is through repetition and concentration that a child masters his work. 

Norwood Montessori offers educational opportunities for children with an integrated curriculum. These areas include Sensorial, Language, Math, Science, Cultural, Art, Music, French, and Practical Life among others. Multi-age classrooms provide children with a carefully prepared learning environment and a wide range of quality materials.  Our goal is for each child to acquire a love of learning that will stay with them throughout their whole life. 

With this system of different ages in the same classroom, we accomplish important goals such as enhancing social skills, since children learn from each other. Individual needs are fulfilled and each child’s potential is maximized. Self discipline is formed from the consistency of the classroom, Montessori philosophy and Peace curriculum.

Our students grow to be loving, caring, responsible, respectful children, who care about their surroundings and environment. You will see as a result of being part of our school, your child’s social skills will improve as well as their ability to act independently in a very confident manner. 

In a Montessori classroom, your child will find things that interest them which, encourages them to explore and eventually master. Because of Maria Montessori and her observations of the developing child, we are able to set up the environment that fulfills their interests and awakens their hidden skills. They try, practice, make mistakes and learn from every experience. The classroom environment is prepared by the teacher and then explored by the child. The teacher follows the child and learns each individual’s needs and cycle of work. Then the classroom environment can be changed to each one’s specific needs and interests.

As Maria Montessori tells us in her book “The Secret of Childhood”, it is in this sensitive period of development that we can offer lessons of repetition leading to inner-discipline, concentration, joy in working and social development. It is from this repetition stage they will grow to the point of creation, on day-to-day basis.  They enjoy time alone, as well as shared, being with children their own age as well as with older and younger ones creating a balance in the rhythm of the class.

This is what we present to you, a school that offers a sense of well being to your child through personal experiences based on the Montessori Method

Our Daily Routine

· As soon as the children arrive, they’ll put their belongings away, change to their slippers and go to the circle area for morning group. 

· After group the children work on their lessons, have snack, and make free choices until recess at the end of our day. 
· We use slippers given that we spend a lot of time working on the floor and we do not wish to be stepped on with a hard sole shoe nor do we wish to work on a dirty floor.  Wearing slippers allows us to keep our environment clean at all times.

· The first weeks we’ll have group presentations so everybody can learn how to use the materials, and gradually will transition to individual presentations.

· As teachers, we do not interfere with their development, with their concentration, meaning, we do no give unnecessary help.

· As teachers, we guide the learning process, setting up the environment according to the needs of the group:  we’ll sit down with one child or a small group, as required or desired, to present the materials, speak to the children, and discover the wonders of that one piece of wood, metal or fabric.  We teachers, never, unless it is a life-threatening situation, interrupt the child that is at work, so, we do not break that chance for the “insight”, the moment when they “get it”. 

· Respecting our goal of keeping the environment as neat as possible, part of the responsibilities of each child and adult will be to clean after themselves after the use of any place and material, leaving both ready for the next person that will make use of them

Payments options:
- Yearly on August 1 – Save $150.00


- Semi Annually on August 1 and December 1 – Save $50.00
- Quarterly due July 1, October 1st, January 1st and April 1st – Save $25.00
-10 Monthly Payments due on the 4th of each month. Starting in July & continuing until April.
There will be a fee of $25 for any checks returned for insufficient funds.  If you have difficulties with the payment, please speak to the Director for other arrangements.  If payment is not received by the arranged day, you will be notified and a late charge of $1.00 per day will be added to all overdue payments. After a ten-day grace period your child will be withdrawn from the program.  No credits or refunds are given for circumstances such as vacations, illness, and snow days or delays, etc.  Checks should be payable to NMS
ADMISSIONS PROCESS
It is important that you, as a loving and concerned parent, get directly involved with our school since we are an extension of you, your love and your education. For this reason, we have established this process of admissions:

1. - Visit:  The Director will set up an appointment for you to visit and observe the school. On this first visit you will observe the classroom, the Montessori Philosophy will be explained, requirements given out and any question you may have will be answered.  In addition, we offer an Open House once a year to all those who want to learn about our program. We strongly recommend to the parents of our students to attend this event. 

2. – Registration and Fee: Once you decide that you want to enroll your child in our school, you will submit an application along with a $50 non-refundable application fee. Applicants are accepted year-round.  

3. - Once an application is accepted, the Director will contact you to arrange an informal interview. This involves you, your child, the Director and the teacher. A meeting will also be set up to discuss any specific issue or matter such as food allergies, medical history, Developmental history, family circumstances or other issues that are relevant in the life of the child.   If desired, the School Director will also arrange an extra visit for you to observe children during Montessori Time again.  

4. – Confirmation and admission decision: The School Director will mail a confirmation letter within a month of the meeting. Once your child has been accepted into the program, a $500.00 place holding fee is due within 2 weeks of acceptance to hold your place for next year. 

5. – In August; if it is for the following year or immediately if it is a mid year intake; an enrollment packet will be given to you to fill out and go over with the Director. This is all the necessary information that we need for your child.

The admission Policy of our school gives equal consideration to all children, regardless of race, color, creed, sex, gender orientation / expression, religious denomination, abilities, toilet training status, political beliefs or marital status of their parent’s or their sexual orientation, or cultural heritage, national origin. The Montessori Method, based in a Peace Curriculum, is a concept of learning with no distinction of class, culture or intelligence.
